Sentinel Gamma Probe.

Participants dressed up, most wore pink, some in costume and most of the food was pink — pink rice, pink
salmon, pink strawberry mousse - everyone had a great time.

During dinner, Dr. Sharadh Sampath, General Surgeon at Richmond Hospital explained how the Sentinel
Gamma Probe will help breast cancer patients. During surgery to remove a cancerous tumour from the
breast surgeons remove all possibly affected lymph nodes (18). With the probe to detect only cancerous
nodes, they may remove only one or two. Several women at the function were breast cancer survivors
and had all their lymph nodes removed, they all said this would be a blessing for women undergoing the
same treatment.

At Richmond Hospital, women receive many different types of breast cancer screening and treatment.
From their initial mammogram through to ultrasound guided biopsies, surgery, chemotherapy, and breast
reconstruction. We offer almost all the procedures a woman may require. In our new minimally invasive
surgery suites, we are able to perform many procedures without large incisions. Sentinel Gamma Probe
allows surgeons, during surgery, to stage breast cancers, to determine the course of therapy, and to
evaluate the potential spread of cancer to lymph node tissues and organs.
